The Church is an assembly of the faithful called or gathered Second Helvetic Confessionr
out of the world; a communion of all saints, namely, of those

who truly know and rightly worship and serve the true God

in Christ the Savior, by the Word and the Holy Spirit, and who

by faith are partakers in all the benefits which are freely offered

through Christ.

The visible Church, which is also catholic or universal under Westminster Confession of Faitt
the gospel, consists of all those throughout the world that

profess the true religion, together with their children; and is

the Kingdom of the Lord Jesus Christ; the house and family of God.

The visible church has the privilege of being under God’s special Larger Catechism
care and government; of being protected and preserved in all ages,

notwithstanding the opposition of all enemies; and of enjoying the

communion of saints, the ordinary means of salvation, and offers

of grace by Christ, to all members of it, in the ministry of the gospel,

testifying that whosoever believes in him shall be saved, and excluding

none that will come unto him.

The church’s commission, upon which its freedom is Theological Declaration of Barmen
founded, consists in delivering the message of the free

grace of God to all people in Christ’s stead, and therefore

in the ministry of his own Word and work through

sermon and Sacrament.
